As	many	of	you	know,	ArtsNational	Molonglo	Plains	was	established	in	2014	as	
ADFAS	Molonglo	Plains.	From	the	outset	our	mission	included	the	running	of	
daytime	lectures	to	attract	residents	in	outlying	areas	who	would	have	to	travel	
substantial	distances	to	and	from	the	lecture	venue.	Initially	our	membership	
included	residents	from	Braidwood,	Yass,	Young,	and	Boorowa.	However	our	post-
COVID	membership	has	predominantly	been	from	the	ACT	and	greater	Queanbeyan.	

We	would	like	to	increase	the	number	of	members	from	the	more	distant	areas	of
